Housing Support in 2008/09 – funding and approaches to contracting across local authorities in Scotland
Summary:

Contract values for 2008/09

· 12 LAs are offering uplifts ranging from 2% to  2.5% 

· 13 LAs are offering standstill funding (but therefore a cut in real terms) 

· 3 LAs are offering reduced funding ranging from  - 4% to - 7.6% 

· 4 LAs are negotiating with services individually, of these 2 LAs anticipate this could involve reductions in funding 

Of those 9 LAs whose Supporting People grant fell by the maximum amount (18%) between 2004/05 and 2007/08: 

· most are offering standstill funding 

· one council (Edinburgh) has announced a large cut of 7.6% 

· one council (Moray)  has decided to offer an uplift (2.5% on salary costs)
