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The Housing Support Enabling Unit was established in January 2004 to assist and support independent service providers in the implementation of the Supporting People programme. 
We are pleased to be given the opportunity to provide brief comments on the reduction in the minimum frequency of inspection by the Care Commission of certain care services. These comments are based on the views we have gathered from providers of housing support and those who are involved in the strategy and development of the housing support sector.

The Housing Support Enabling Unit is in favour of reducing the minimum level of inspection of housing support services to once ever three years. This seems a sensible change as it will maintain a regular level of inspection but will also allow the Care Commission to focus on services that are considered to be at a higher risk. 
The Care Commission will be alerted to risk through the inspection process, the notification process and complaints from the public.
